Integral Education Ideals:

This principle shifts the focus from the teacher to the student and from ‘how to teach’ to ‘how
best can the student learn’

2. The second principle is that the mind has to be consulted in its own growth. We focus from
‘we-know-what's-good-for-you syllabus’ to making the student participate in a flexible delivery
and learning process. The teacher is more of a facilitator or a guide here.

3. The third principle of education is to work from the near to the far, from that which is to that
which shall be - The first step in learning is to establish a context that is familiar and relevant to
the student from his own point of view. This ensures that the resistance is low and motivation is
high. The mind is inspired to take the journey now!
